WAGA Round The Club Competition Rules
2017
1:	WHEN:
a. The Competition shall run from the months of October to March inclusive.
b. The Competition shall be held on both days of the weekend in which the third Saturday of the calendar month falls
2:	TASK:
a. The direction of the Competition shall be clockwise around the clubs eg. Beverley airfield to Cunderdin Silo to Narrogin Silo to Narrogin Airfield to Beverley airfield.
b. Turnpoints are FAI sectors plus an inner circle with a radius of 500 metres being the shape of a Thistle.
c. The start line for Beverley and Narrogin will be a 5 km start line.
d. The start circle for Cunderdin will be a 3 km circle (this is to allow the Cunderdin gliders to start near Cunderdin Silo)
e. The finish circles for all Clubs will be a 3 km radius circle

3:	SCORING
a. The Competition will be a handicapped event and will use the Handicap set currently used in WAGA State Competitions:
http://static.onlinecontest.org/files/rules/DAeC-Index_1402dd.pdf
b. Scoring shall be in accordance with the latest version of the GFA Australian National Rules
c. The minimum number of points for a pilot who completes the task shall be 500 points
d. The minimum scoring distance will be 100 km.
4:	CLUB COMPETITION
a. Both Saturday and Sunday of the Competition weekend will be scored separately and the winning pilot on  each day shall be awarded 1000 points.
b. A pilot may fly on both days and may then submit one or two flight traces to be scored. When two flight traces are submitted, the pilot’s score will be taken as his average score for the two days.
c. The sum of the six (6) highest scoring pilots scores for each respective club, over the two days, shall be used to determine the number of RTC Club points awarded.
d.  The club winning the weekend shall receive 5 RTC Club Points.  The second placed club shall receive 4 RTC Club Points. The third placed club shall receive 3 RTC points. 
e. The club with the most RTC points at the end of the Competition shall be deemed to be the Winner. In the event of a Tie the Winner will be determined by summation of all the individual scores of the top six pilots who scored on the Competition Days. The highest total shall be declared the Winner.
f. A club shall not receive any points if none of its pilots submits a distance or speed for scoring.
g. Pilots must email their distance or speed and flight trace to the scorer before midnight on the Friday of the week following the competition weekend to be scored.
5:	INDIVIDUAL COMPETITION
a. The season’s individual winner will be the pilot with the greatest number of points.
6:	SAFETY
a. Should the Area 60 forecast wind strength under 3000 feet be greater than 25 knots then the day shall be cancelled by each of the club’s making contact with one another and agreeing to the cancellation.
7:	OTHER
a. Should a club have a conflicting event that would otherwise mean that it could not field pilots to fly in this competition, it can request of the other clubs, at a WAGA meeting,  that the day be not scored or moved to another day in the month and such request shall not be unreasonably denied.
8:	CURRENT SEASON
a. For the 2017/18 gliding season Competitions will be held on the following dates:

	21 October (third Saturday) and 22 October

	December (Cancelled due to conflict with BSS Southern Cross Expedition and 		proximity of Christmas holidays)
